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 National Honor Society welcomes new members from MACS

He told of the relation-
ships that he was able to create 
with these needy families and 
the appreciation they showed 
as the weeks went by. Reynolds 
also studies  Spanish language 
at Stanford.


Lastly, Reynolds discussed 
“Character” as the final pillar. 
Character is defined by the NHS 
as “The essence of who we are” 
Character was amongst the most 
important of the four pillars as 
they are the barometer by which 
people go about  living their 
lives.


Reynolds concluded his re-
marks by thanking the members 
of the committee and wished the 
new inductees the best as they 
ventured off into their futures.

"Pass The Rolls"


Six Days on the Mountain: 
168th Infantry Commemorates 
the Battle for Monte Pantano


The 168th Infantry 
Regiment commemo-
rated a historical day on 
November 29, The Battle 
for Monte Pantano. The 
battle lasted for 6 days 29 
November – 04 December 
1943. 


On 29 November 1943 
the 1st Battalion, 168th 
Infantry Regiment was 
tasked with seizing the 
four peaks of Monte 
Pantano, then held by a 
full battalion of heavily 
entrenched German de-
fenders. 168th Soldiers, 
veterans of Operation 
Torch and the North Afri-
ca Campaign, quickly dis-
lodged the defenders and 
found themselves under 
immediate and sustained 
counterattack. Company 
B stopped seven German 
assaults on their position 
while the commander of 
Company A, despite being 
wounded three times, led 
a bayonet charge to halt 
a German breakthrough. 


The Battalion took the 
fight to the enemy, en-
gaging in hand-to-hand 
combat throughout the 
battle and hurling stones 
down the mountainside at 
attackers when their am-
munition ran low. Despite 
brutal cold, dwindling 
supplies, mounting casu-
alties, and constant enemy 
bombardment, the 168th 
was able to hold their po-
sition for six days until fi-
nally relieved. This battle 
marked the first crack in 
the German’s “impene-
trable” winter defensive 
line and opened the way 
to Monte Cassino, Rome, 
and Germany’s soft under-
belly. A painting was done 
by Donna Neary which 
commemorated this his-
torical event and pays re-
spect to those whose lives 
were lost during the battle. 
The painting adorns the 
walls of National Guard 
armories across Iowa and 
Minnesota.

Iowa’s busiest deer 
seasons are almost here


Iowa’s most popular 
deer hunting seasons start 
this weekend, when more 
than 100,000 hunters 
take to the timber for the 
long-awaited gun seasons.


Iowa’s first gun sea-
son is Dec. 6-10. Second 
gun season is Dec. 13-21. 
While hunters are split 
about 50-50 to which sea-
son they hunt, the trend 
has been moving toward 
second season due to the 
flexibility of hunting two 
weekends. Hunters are ex-
pected to harvest 55,000 
to 60,000 deer during 
these two seasons, which 
is 50-60 percent of Iowa’s 
total deer harvest.


So far this fall, youth, 
disabled hunter, early 
muzzleloader and archery 


hunters have reported 
28,600 deer through the 
harvest reporting system, 
which is three percent be-
low the five-year average.


“We’ve had a strong 
harvest in Eastern Iowa, 
which has offset a lower 
deer harvest in Western, 
Central, Southern and 
Northwestern regions of 
the state,” said Jace Elliott, 
state deer biologist with 
the Iowa Department of 
Natural Resources (DNR). 
To date, the 2025 harvest 
is about exactly the same 
as the 2024 harvest at this 
point in the season.


“We are getting reports 
of low deer numbers in 
Central and Western Iowa 
in the wake of severe __________________________

	 This week's photo was 
taken in the late 1980s 
in the building that used 
to house C. R. Antho-
ny's Clothing Store.

	 I was recently asked for a 
photo of Anthony's cloth-
ing store.

	 Lee Timby, William 
Timby's youngest son,  
sold the building at 108 S. 
Taylor to John Freeland in 
the year 1944. Lee's father 
had the building erected in 
1897. John took four years 
to renovate the building 
and move Freeland's De-
partment Store to this lo-
cation in 1948. Freeland's 
started in 1891 as a dry 
goods (mostly clothing) 
store. By 1948, the store 
also sold appliances and 
household items. John 
and his mother Marge had 
grown Montgomery Ed-
ward Freeland's business 
into a highly respected and 
modern enterprise. And, 


yet, the end was near.
	 The June 23rd, 1949 edi-
tion of the Record-News 
announces the sale of 
Freeland's Department 
store to W. A. Cash of the 
W. G. Woodward Compa-
ny of St. Louis, Missouri. 
The Woodward Compa-
ny had a chain of about 
forty clothing stores in 
the upper midwest and 
northwest.

He departed in May 1967.
That's when James Clary, 
a native of Bethany, Mo., 
became manager.

1976. I didn't find who re-
placed him.
	 On June 6, 1977, the east 
side fire took out Gambles 
Store, Anthony's neighbor 
on the north. Anthony's 
building survived the fire 
but some smoke seeped in. 
On June 10, four days af-
ter the fire, Anthony's had 
a fire sale on smoke-dam-
aged clothing. Four days! 
My brain is struggling 
with insurance adjusters, 
paper work, and corporate 
clearance. Doesn't the four 
day closure seem unbe-
lievably brief?

Anthony's closed for good 
in early August of 1980 
with very little advance 
notice.

hemorrhagic disease im-
pacts from 2024 and 2023. 
Hunters are encouraged to 
reach out to our wildlife 
staff and conservation of-
ficers to discuss what they 
are seeing in the field.”


Weather-wise, the 10-
day forecast calls for high 
temperatures from middle 
30s to middle 20s, which 
means the snow is likely 
here for a while.


“The cooler tempera-
ture generally leads to 
better harvest, but the 
snow can be tricky. We 
know that snowfall on 
opening day leads to a 10 
percent increase in har-
vest for the season. Snow 
does make it easier to see 
deer, track deer and to see 
deer signs, which are all 
the right conditions for 
hunters to be successful,” 
Elliott said.


“However, if the snow 
is too deep, it can lead to 


fewer deer harvested and 
that’s likely due to hunter 
behavior, not deer behav-
ior,” he said.


The gun seasons have 
been traditionally asso-
ciated with groups of 
hunters walking through 
the timber, pushing deer 
towards other members 
of the hunting group, but 
results of the 2024 deer 
hunter survey found that 
gun season hunters are di-
vided evenly in how they 
pursue the deer.


About half participate 
in traditional deer drives, 
while the other half prefer 
to hunt from stationary 
position. The deer hunter 
survey found that overall, 
80 percent of respondents 
indicated they are satis-
fied with the overall deer 
hunting experience, citing 
the social aspect of the 
hunting groups and the 


Iowa’s busiest deer seasons are almost here
opportunity to put deer 
meat in the freezer as two 
reasons they hunt.


Main beam antler 
measurement


Hunters are required 
to include the main beam 
antler measurement when 
reporting their deer har-
vest.


“Main beam antler mea-
surement allows us to es-
timate the percentage of 
yearling bucks as part of 
the harvest. There was a 
strong variation across 
Iowa where counties with 
lower deer densities and 
less deer habitat saw a 
higher rate of yearling 
bucks as a percentage of 
the buck harvest,” Elliott 
said.  


Statewide, yearling 
bucks made up roughly 40 
percent of the total buck 
harvest.
