The city of Hull nosed above 2,000 
population when the United States 
Census Bureau conducted the 2010 

survey here.
When that happened, that meant — 

according to Iowa state statutes — this city 
must face an annual budget audit. That’s 
according to Chapter 384.22 of the code of 
Iowa. 

For the most part, the city received a clean 
bill of health with its most current audit, 
which examined the fiscal year 2010-11 
budget.

Rex Knapp, an employee with Kroese 
and Kroese, P.C., of Le Mars conducted the 
audit.

“Well, we’re excited with the census 
because it’s justification for the city and 
what economic development is doing,” Hull 
city administrator Les Van Roekel said. 

Van Roekel noted the expense the city 
incurs with an audit. An annual audit costs 
the city $6,000, which covers several issues 
relating to the budget, including its transpar-
ency.

“There were no instances of non-compli-
ance,” said city clerk Dwayne Bonestroo 
when combing through the report, which 
entails several pages. 

Kroese and Kroese, P.C., released its audit 
report on Friday, March 16.

In the audit, it was learned the city’s 
receipts totaled $3,430,229 for the fiscal 
year that ended on June 30, 2011. 

The receipts included $996,3091 from 
charges for service, $665,535 from tax-
increment financing, $625,336 in property 
taxes and $217,091 from the local option 1 
percent sales tax. Tax-increment financing 
is a fairly modern method for communities 
to generate revenue.

Disbursements totaled $2,742,910 and 
included $337,974 for public works, 
$311,160 for public safety and $323,122 for 
culture and recreation. The disbursement for 
business-type activities stood at $833,750.

A copy of Hull’s audit is available for 
review in the city clerk’s office at the tem-
porary city hall located in the Hull Industrial 
Park and on the auditor of state’s website at 
auditor.iowa.gov/reports/reports.htm.

Kroese and Kroese was concerned with 
the segregation of duties in city hall, how-
ever there are just three employees directly 
tied to finances in the city — Van Roekel, 
Bonestroo and billing clerk Denise Keizer.

Keizer is responsible for collecting and 
recording utility bills. 

Other duties employees perform are rec-
onciling bank statements, putting in depos-
its, payroll, transfers, financial reporting 
and payroll taxes. 

The audit says, “The city should review its 
control procedures to obtain the maximum 
internal control possible under the circum-
stances using currently available person-
nel.” 

The city of Hull has responded by stating 
the city council will become more involved 
in the process and review reports prior 
to regular meetings. This conclusion was 
accepted.

There were many areas in which Hull per-
formed well in the audit.

Kroese and Kroese stated disbursements 
during the fiscal year didn’t exceed the 
amounts budgeted, there were no question-
able disbursements, business transactions or 
travel expenses. 

“No transactions were found which we 
believe should have been approved in the 
Council minutes, but were not,” says the 
audit.

Provisions were noted for the city’s 
accounting procedures and the use of com-
puters to perform such functions including

Fore! Golf carts may be allowed in Boyden
• City also approves contract renewal, rate increase with Hospers Sanitation

PERKINS — For years, 
Berghorst and Son, Inc., 
has performed moves from 

one place to another.
But, perhaps none was more 

significant than this one.
That’s because Berghorst and 

Son, Inc., president, treasurer and 
chief executive officer Orville 
Van’t Hul moved a home he was 
very familiar with.

“I was born and raised in that 
house, it has sentimental value 
to me,” Van’t Hul said, moving 
the home from 2864 310th Street 
(United States Highway 18) to a 
spot on Perkins Avenue on the 
most recent windy, chilly Friday 
morning. 

Barb Vander Zwaag, who also 
grew up and had many memories 
in the home, was also emotional.

“It was the house I grew up in 
and my dad grew up in,” Vander 
Zwaag said. “There will be lots 
of tears.”

Barb’s daughter Jasmine 
Vander Zwaag, a student at 
Western Christian High School, 
posted photos of the move on her 
personal Facebook page. 

Orville has nine siblings, three 
brothers and six sisters. 

In the end, the move covered 
3-1/2 miles. Ken Vande Stouwe 
purchased the home.

“It’ll be a spec house for him,” 
Orville said. “Once it’s complete-
ly ready to live in, he’ll sell it.”

Orville’s father, Bert, moved 
into the home when he was 2 
years old. The home is about 100 
years old and has been a fixture  
on 310th Street for many genera-
tions.

On Tuesday, April 3, cement 
was broken out and moved at the 
old house. A skid loader helped 
take away the cement.

Then this past Wednesday, the 
house was loaded onto a trailer. 
Two days later, the house was 
moved to Perkins onto a new 
basement.

Berghorst and Son uses spe-

cial equipment to complete the 
moves. They have steel beams 
ranging from 16 to 90 feet plus 
they feature 26 house moving 
rubber tire dollies.

Earlier this week, the company 
traveled to San Angelo, Texas, 
for another tough job. Berghorst 
and Son will move a piece of 
equipment from a railcar to a 
meat packing house.

The piece of equipment weighs 
an astonishing 200,000 pounds. 

Moving heavy equipment is 
nothing new for the firm.

Ed Berghorst began the com-
pany in 1955. The business was 
incorporated in 1964. Orville 
took over in 1971. 

The company employs scores 
of people.

Vice president Dave Van’t Hul 
is in charge of escorting from the 
front. Secretary Todd Kooi is the 
driver. Lonny Van Schepen, Don 
Cannegieter and Ben Van’t Hul 
were also a part of the moving

BOYDEN — The city of Boyden moved 
closer to having a golf cart ordinance similar 
to ones found in Sheldon and Ireton.

Councilors used ordinances in those communities 
and provisions in Iowa’s state laws concerning the 
operation of golf carts within city limits for drafting 
the proposal. The measure will be voted on at the 
council meeting on Monday, May 7.

First off, councilors examined safety. City officials 
stated golf cart operators will not be allowed to drive 
them on United States Highway 18, but will be able 
to cross the highway. 

Like state law, a golf cart must be equipped with 
a slow-moving vehicle orange triangle above the 
rear bumper plus a bicycle-style safety flag that 
should be displayed at least five feet above street 
level.

“It’s going to be like our ordinances for the 
operation of ATVs (all-terrain vehicles) and snow-
mobiles,” Boyden city administrator Lori Wolkow 
explained. 

The city is preparing to allow golf carts from 
sunrise to sunset, expect if the golf cart has lights 
for operation at night. 
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
