There shall be required from every
customer not the owner of the premises served a $200.00 deposit intend-
ed to guarantee the payment of bills for service.

If any section, provision
or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional
such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance a whole
or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or uncon-
stitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect
from and after its final passage, approval and publication as provided by
law.
