All Ayes.Police Chief Cox intro duced BreiaLastovka, an 8-year old commu nitymemberlivingwithAlstrˆ¶mSyndrome, who has a bucket-listgoal of becom ing a police of cer.She brings an incred i ble sense ofposi tiv ity and commu nity spirit.With the City Coun cil s approval,Chief Cox of cially welcomed her tothe Granger Police Depart ment asits rst Junior Police Of cer.City Engi neer Report WaterTower Project City Engi neerVeen stra mentioned controls havebeen completed. Remain ing workincludes nal grad ing and paving ofdrive way. The tower is expected togo online April 15th. SycamoreStreet Improve ments Project Theproject is nearly complete, with allunderground work and prepa ra tionnished. Remain ing work includesthe north path and trail. Action toapprove Partial Payment Esti mateNo. 8 for the Sycamore StreetImprove mentsProjectintheamount of $10,359.66 to Stern quistConstruc tion,Inc.forwintererosion control, design work for theretain ing wall, and small adjustment in the quan ti ties for thestreet pave ment in the area southof the round about was approved byShryock, seconded by Hall. AllAyes. Change Order No.7 is tocompen sate the contrac tor for twochanges as part of the SycamoreStreet Improve ments Project. Therst modi ca tion is to replace theHMA drive way on the Dunwoodyprop erty. Based on the gradechangesinSycamoreStreetapprox i mately 60 feet of the driveway will be removed and replacedto provide a suit able drive wayslope to match the new trail andexist ing drive way. The secondchange is to compen sate thecontrac tor for the addi tional costof the retain ing wall approved aspart of Change Order No. 5 whichwas approved based on theconcep tual layout of the retain ingwall. The nal design of the retaining wall completed by Veen stra &Kimm, Inc. resulted in an addi tionalcross-sectional area. This changeorder provides compen sa tion forthe difference between the nalwall design and the concep tual walldesign used for pric ing ChangeOrder No. 5. Action to approveChange Order No. 7 providecompen sa tion to the contrac tor fortwo modi ca tions to the project fora total cost increase of $24,783.00wasapprovedbyShryock,seconded by Hall. The Coun cil alsodirected Bob and Kirk to follow upwith Veen stra & Kimm, Inc. regarding the engi neer ing concerns.South eastAreaInfra struc tureImprove ments Project Update - OnMarch 12, 2025, the city approvedan agree ment with Green woodConsult ing LLC for the design ofthe South east Area Infra struc tureImprove ments, includ ing the liftstation, trunk sewer, force main,water main, and a limited scope ofstreet improve ments. The agreement noted that construc tion engineer ing fees would be estab lishedby a future amend ment. The cityhas since awarded the construc tioncontract for the South east LiftStation and antic i pates bidding onthe remain ing water and sewerimprove ments within the next oneto three months. The scope ofstreet improve ments remains undened and may differ from the orig inal concept; there fore, constructionengi neer ingservicesforstreets are not included at thistime. An amend ment is proposed toprovide construc tion engi neer ingservices for the water and sani tarysewer projects, with a not-toexceed fee of $151,000, which iswithin the overall project budget.Approval of the amend ment isrecom mended. Action to approveAmend ment to Agree ment forProfes sional Services Construc tionEngi neer ing Services with Greenwood Consult ing LLC to add engineer ing services for the watermain, lift station, trunk sewer, andforce main projects for not toexceed $151,000.00 was approvedby Shryock, seconded by Hall. AllAyes. High way 141 Water MainExten sion Project City Engi neerVeen stra mentioned the High way141 Water Main Exten sion project ispart of the overall infra struc tureimprove ments for the south eastarea to serve the Beaver CreekEstatesdevel op ment.Theproposed sched ule for bidding forthe project is to receive and openbids at 2 p.m. on April 2, 2026, andpublic hear ing and award ofcontract and approval of contractand bond on April 8, 2026. Actionon Reso lu tion 2026-08 order ingconstruc tion of the High way 141Water Main Exten sion Project andxing a date for hear ing thereon,wasapprovedbyShryock,seconded by Hall. All Ayes. BeaverCreek Estates - A revised conceptplan submit ted March 6, 2026,requires an amend ment to Section167.18 of the Zoning Code for theBeaver Creek Estates PUD. Nochanges are proposed for Parcels 1or 2. The amend ment revises Parcel3 from commercial-only to a mix of11 resi den tial lots and approx imately 2 acres of commercialdevel op ment and creates newParcels 4 and 5. Parcel 3 followsexist ing Parcel 2 stan dards with 1acre mini mum lots and reducedfrontage to 100 feet. Parcel 4includes three resi den tial lots withmodi ed frontage require ments,allow ing access via a public streetor approved private drive, withmain te nance provi sions required.Parcel 5 estab lishes a ~2-acrecommercial area rezoned from C-2to C-1 to better align with theproposed devel op ment. Approvalof the amend ment is recommended. Action to set Public Hearing on Amend ment of Beaver CreekEstates PUD Section 167.18 todivide Parcel 3 for 7:00 p.m. onApril 8, 2026, and refer review toPlan and Zoning was approved byShryock, seconded by Hall. AllAyes. East Area Volun tary Annex ation Phase 2 - The Coun cil revieweda volun tary annex a tion request forthe Stens land prop erty, includ ingadja cent water tower land ownedby Xenia, to elim i nate an islandparcel and create a contigu ous citybound ary. Veen stra outlined theprocess for veri fy ing autho riza tionof signa to ries for involved enti ties,includ ing the State of Iowa, notingthatcon r ma tionispend ing.Discus sion included poten tial util ityconnec tions, sewer service options,and the need to coordi nate infrastruc ture improve ments with HopeK. The Coun cil also noted plans forcul-de-sac and large-lot resi den tialdevel op ment within the Xeniaservice area. Action to set PublicHear ing for addi tional Stens landannex a tion on April 8, 2026, at 7:00p.m. was approved by Shryock,seconded by Hall. All Ayes.City Admin is tra tor Report Council reviewed discus sions regard ingthe apart ment complex project onRueter prop erty and the possi bil ityof rebat ing back generated property taxes to offset road construction costs. It was empha sized thatanyreim burse mentwouldbestrictly limited to taxes generatedby the prop erty and would notcreate debt oblig a tions for the city.No formal action was taken; coun cilacknowl edged the proposal forfutureconsid era tion.Bjor landproposed sched ul ing a dedi catedcapi talimprove mentworkshopwhere depart ment heads canpresent their needs for vehi cles,infra struc ture,andequip ment.With a special City Coun cil meet ingalready set for April 1, the rstworkshop will be sched uled tobegin with the Public Worksdepart ment. The city received anesti mated cost of approx i mately$348,000 to conduct a full specialcensus. The Coun cil deter minedthat the expense is prohib i tive andcannot be justi ed at this time.Bjor land provided the Coun cil withan update on the eval u a tion oftime-track ing and work ordersystems. Public Works and Adminis tra tion have reviewed the currentgWorks plat form, and addi tionaloptions will be assessed before anal deci sion is made. The discussion also included poten tial integra tion with public-facing reporting for issues such as potholes,fallen trees, and simi lar concerns. Itwas mentioned that with recentlegisla tive devel op ments, proposedbills are to cap local growth at 2%which could impact tax growth andTIF (Tax Incre ment Financ ing)usage. The poten tial changes to TIFcould affect future infra struc turefund ing. The Coun cil was advisedto moni tor legis la tion and planconser v a tively. Bjor land reviewedthe timing and nan cial strat egyfor a poten tial public safety building. The City s current debt capacity is $12.5 million, part of whichhas already been used for earlierprojects. Imme di ately adding a $3million public safety build ing couldpush the debt ratio to unsus tainable levels. Travis, the City s nancial advi sor, recom mends a 24month time line for design andconstruc tion, allow ing for debtreduc tion through current payoffsand increased prop erty valu a tions.A future session will be sched uledfor Travis to present the City snan cial pro le (which was sharedback in Octo ber 2025) to the newMayorandCoun cil.Coun cildiscussed the prop erty located onBroad way, two doors east of thecoffee shop. Bjor land noted thatthe prop erty has shown little to noactiv ity and does not appear tocomply with its desig nated use,currently being used for storage.He empha sized the goal of downtown revi tal iza tion and recommended refer ring the prop erty tolegal for further review and action.Coun cil inquired about the last recompli ance inspec tion, and staffindi cated it has been a signi cantamount of time since the lastinspec tion.Coun cilexpressedsupport for refer ring the prop ertyto the City Attor ney to deter minethe appro pri ate steps to bring theprop erty into compli ance. Discussion included recog ni tion that thishas been an ongo ing issue, simi larto prior code enforce ment effortson other prop er ties around town.The consen sus was that Coun cilagreed to move forward with referring the Broad way prop erty to legalfor follow-up and enforce mentactions. Bjor land provided anupdate on ongo ing discus sions withPolk County Conser va tion regarding a poten tial part ner ship toinclude Granger in the Metro Trailsystem, along side Grimes andJohn ston. The project is envi sionedas a long-term effort, poten tiallyspan ning 10 to 20 years, and wouldinvolve estab lish ing trail connections from Bren ton Slough, JesterPark, Beaver in John ston, Xavier,and back to Grimes. A trail head isbeing proposed in the area, andprelim i nary plan ning and designwork are under way. Polk CountyConser va tion is interested in partner ing with the city, and a study isbeing managed by a neutral orga niza tion to explore poten tial routesand imple men ta tion strate gies.PoliceReportforFebru aryreported 81 calls: 2 911 hangups; 2alarms; 1 assault; 2 assists; 5broad casts; 3 civil disputes; 2distur bances;2domes tics;2harass ment/threats; 5 follow-upinves ti ga tions;1intox i catedperson; 8 medical/ambu lance trips;4 motorist assists; 3 motor vehi clepoliceinves ti ga tion;2noisecomplaints; 1 ordi nance viola tion; 7return phone calls; 1 sexual assault;3 suspi cious; 1 theft; 4 traf ccomplaints; 2 traf c hazards; 12traf c stops; 1 tres pass; 2 vehi cleunlocks; and 3 welfare checks.Coun cil discussed the proposed28E agree ment and requested adetailed breakdown of the costs,includ ing annual vehi cle main tenance, man-hours, insurance, andother asso ci ated expenses, toensure a suf cient nan cial cushion. Staff indi cated they are working to compile all relevant infor mation and compar isons, includ ingdata from Dallas County s simi laragree ment, to present to Coun cil.Discus sion included the allo ca tionof of cer hours, vehi cle coverage,and the use of reserves. Chief Coxcon rmed that reserves are certied and can perform arrests, withcertain limi ta tions. Coun cil emphasized the impor tance of main taining adequate coverage for bothGrangerandtheneigh bor ingcommu nity, ensur ing public safetyis not compro mised. They alsodiscussed salary consid era tions,stipends for the dura tion of theagree ment, and poten tial infla tionadjust ments. Legal consid era tionsand liabil ity expo sure were raised,with staff noting that ques tionsregard ing insurance coverage andrisk will be clar i ed before nal izing the agree ment. Coun cil agreedto forward any addi tional ques tionsto Bjor land and Chief Cox who willprovide answers and anan cialsummary for review. The agreement is planned as a tempo raryarrange ment with terms for ade ned period, with the understand ing that future coun cils arenot bound to extend beyond thattime frame.Fire & EMS Report Fire ChiefRommel reported that Jake Hinckley success fully completed hisHazmat Opera tions certi ca tion,PaytenHarring tonsuccess fullycompleted her EMT certi ca tionand Shawn Benberg received hisFire Inves ti ga tion certi ca tion. Thedepart ment was awarded a matching grant from the Dallas CountyFoun da tion total ing $14,760.75,with a local match of $4,970.25, fora Hurst combi tool and two sets ofextri ca tion gear. The Hurst combitool is a smaller, battery-poweredextri ca tion tool intended for use onthe ambu lance to allow imme di atepatient extri ca tion at acci dentscenes. Bjor land expressed appreci a tion to Emily Blair for her dedicated work on grant writ ing. Adona tion of $1,500 was receivedfrom Black Hills Energy for a newtablet in the ambu lance, which willbe used for patient care report ingand emergency dispatch updates.Chief Rommel noted that alldepart ment vehi cles, except the1984 pickup and Chief Derner s ownvehi cle, are equipped with simi larcomput ers. There were a couple ofinter nal promo tions; Emily Blair,previ ously the depart ment s PublicRela tionsCoordi na tor,waspromoted to Lieu tenant, and ChrisSmith, a senior re ghter, was alsopromoted to Lieu tenant. Both individ u als have demon strated stronglead er ship prior to their promotions. The depart ment recentlyheld its annual awards banquet.Peer-voted awards included: Fireghter of the Year: Chris Smith;Medic of the Year: Shelby Routt;and Recruit of the Year: JoseRodriguez.EMSChiefDernerreported that the depart mentresponded to a total of 30 calls inFebru ary, includ ing 3 vehi cle accidents, 14 re calls, and 13 EMScalls, achiev ing 100% coverage forthe month. Notably,re callsexceeded EMS calls during thisperiod. The depart ment successfully passed the State of Iowaambu lance inspec tion, secur ingcompli ance for the next threeyears. Chief Rommel high lightedthe lead er ship of Robyn in over seeing the inspec tion process, notingher dedi ca tion and perseverance.Addi tion ally,thedepart mentpartic i pated in a simu la tion labconducted by the Univer sity ofIowa.EMScrewmemberscompleted hands-on train ing withadvanced mannequins simu lat ingvari ous emergency scenar ios, earning one hour of contin u ing education credit. Plans are being considered to hold these simu la tionsessions quar terly to enhance crewskills and con dence. The Coun cilacknowl edged and commended thedepart ment songo ingtrain ingefforts and opera tional achievements. Action to approve resig nation of Jackie Moore effec tiveimme di ately was approved by Shryock, seconded by Hall. All Ayes.Action to approve submis sion ofthe Leary Fire ghter Foun da tionGrant appli ca tion (non-match ing)for ve sets of re ghter turnoutgear in the amount of $21,930.00wasapprovedbyShryock,seconded by Hall. All Ayes. Actionto approve submis sion of the GarySinise Foun da tion Grant appli ca tion(non-match ing) for purchase offteen (15) air packs and accessories (total project cost up to$222,776.00) in the amount of$21,930.00 was approved by Shryock, seconded by Bermel. All Ayes.Action to approve submis sion ofthe FEMA Assis tance to Fire ght ersGrant appli ca tion once it opens up(5% match required of the totalprojects) was approved by Shryock,seconded by Bermel. All Ayes.Action to approve submis sion ofthe Myrna May eld Foun da tionGrant appli ca tion (non-match ing)for IV fluid warmer and fluids,manikins CPR 4-pack adults, 4-packinfant w/feed back, and AED ultratrain ers in the amount up to$3,000.00 was approved by Shryock, seconded by Hall. All Ayes.Parks & Recre ation Report TheParks & Recre ation Direc tor wasabsent, but her report mentionedthat the dining room is now available for small rental requests,subjecttoDirec torapproval.Musco-IowaSportsTurfwasawarded the contract for annualsoccer eld main te nance. Esti matesare being obtained for ponderosion control, rip-rap instal la tion,and hydroseed ing the remain ingacreage. Two grants are currentlyavail able to assist with theseprojects.Regis tra tionfortheBabysit ting Basics program is openand will close on March 14, with 11partic i pants regis tered to date.MLS GO regis tra tion closes March31, with 61 partic i pants currentlyenrolled. The Little Social caregiver and toddler program continues, meet ing three Fridays permonth, with 10 fami lies enrolled.The Pre-K/K basket ball seasonconcluded on March 1, with 61 children partic i pat ing. Dance Drivenclasses for March and April aresched uled and open for regis tration. The Adult Indoor Volley ballseason ends March 8, with eightteams partic i pat ing. For base ballelds, a coaches meet ing tosched ule eld use will be held onMarch 10. The Mayor has approvedthe new eld use policy, which iscurrently under review by the CityAttor ney. Regis tra tion for AdultSand Volley ball opens April 1.Action to approve submis sion ofthe T-Mobile Home town Grantappli ca tion (non-match ing) for theerosion control and self-stabi lization pond project in the amount upto $50,000.00 was approved byShryock, seconded by Hall. AllAyes. Action to approve submis sionof the Farm Credit Service of America: Work ing Here Fund Grant applica tion (non-match ing) for parks &recre ation storage shed in theamount up to $5,000.00 wasapproved by Shryock, seconded byHall. All Ayes. Action to approve theadver tis ing of a Part-Time Recreation Assis tant and Seasonal ParksLaborer to start in April 2026 wasapproved by Shryock, seconded byHall. All Ayes.Public Works Report Public WorksDirec tor Mullins reported that theCity is tran si tion ing all munic i palof ces to aber-based inter netsystem through Huxley Commu nica tions to address current connectiv ity issues, noting that the CityClerk assisted with coordi nat ingthe tran si tion and eval u at ing VoIPsystem options. He also discussedthe proposed purchase of a newVoIP phone system, explain ing thatpurchas ing the equip ment ratherthan leas ing is expected to result inlong-term cost savings. The estimated upfront cost is approx imately $8,800 $9,000, with anongo ing monthly service fee ofabout $60. The system will providedepart ment-speci cexten sions,mobile app access, and auto matedcall rout ing, reduc ing reliance onstaff personal cell phones. Coun cilexpressed support for proceed ingwith the purchase provided thetotal cost remains under $10,000.Mullins further reported that he iseval u at ing the imple men ta tion of aGIS system to improve track ing ofwater and sewer infra struc ture, aswell as inte gra tion with a workorder system to better manageassets and main te nance activ i ties.Discus sion was also held regard ingpoten tial upgrades to the City swater meters, includ ing tran si tioning to cellu lar-enabled meters withan extended battery life of 20 23years, compared to the current 10year lifes pan. The new systemwould allow for daily usage monitor ing, leak detec tion alerts, andremoteaccessforresi dents.Replace ment of exist ing meterswould occur grad u ally as currentunits reach the end of their servicelife.Addi tionalPublicWorksupdates included progress on thewater tower project, withnalgrad ing and drive way instal la tionplanned pend ing weather conditions and util ity locates. Mullinsalso reported on the instal la tion ofthree new water lters, with therst lter sched uled to be placedinto service within the week.Cecak reported that the FinanceCommit tee Report was in order.Shryock made a motion to approvethe Finance Commit tee Report,seconded by Bermel. All Ayes.Bermel made a motion to approveall bills for payment, seconded byShryock. All Ayes.Mayor Davis reported that herecently joined 10 Squared Men ofGranger and attended hisrstmeet ing. He noted that the orga niza tion offers dona tion oppor tu nities and shared that they recentlycontributed $2,900.00 to the Fireand EMS Depart ment, which wasused to purchase quar ter-zip jackets for depart ment person nel.Discus sion of poten tial liti ga tionthat might involve the City Actionto hold a closed session to discussstrat egy with coun sel in matterswhere liti ga tion is immi nent whereits disclo sure would be likely toprej u dice or disad van tage the position of the City in that liti ga tion,pursuant to Iowa Code Section21.5(1)(c) [requires the public voteof either two-thirds of the wholeCoun cil, or all of the memberspresent] was approved by Hall toinclude City Coun cil, City Admin istra tor, City Clerk, City Attor ney,and City Engi neer, seconded byShryock. All Ayes. Action to risefrom the closed session wasapproved by Hall, seconded byShryock.
